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PALEOINDIANS
The Paleoindians were nomadic hunter-gatherers. Nomads are small groups of people who follow herds of animals that
migrate to seasonal grazing areas and watering holes. Men hunted animals, while women gathered other kinds of food.

Because of their nomadic lifestyle, the Paleoindians did not settle in permanent villages. They traveled with everything they
needed to set up temporary camps.

ARCHAIC PEOPLES
As environmental conditions and food resources changed, the people who lived in Florida adapted to different ways of life
After the herd animals that supplied food for the Paleoindians became extinct, Archaic peoples had to find new sources of
food. They became semi-nomadic, building temporary settlements and moving to take advantage of seasonal resources.

THE TOCOBAGA
On Floridads Gulf Coast, the extensive coastline and numer
different groups of people. Communities began to develop their own unique way of expressing themselves. Around Tampa
Bay, the Tocobaga people developed a unique culture. Tocobaga tools, like pots and bowls, began to be more than just
useful objects. They were often decorated and used for ceremonial purposes. The Tocobaga culture had two distinct time
periods, the Weeden Island Culture and the Safety Harbor Culture.
